Greeter Ministry 
“Good morning.”  “Welcome to All Saints.”   

These words are heard as you enter our church for the 
11:30 Sunday mass.  Along with the words come a smile 
and an open door.  This scenario is repeated each Sunday 
due to the commitment of parishioners who volunteer for 
the Greeter Ministry.   

The Greeter Ministry was formed in February of 2018 as a way to extend a 
welcome to all who enter and to provide a safer entry through our heavy church 
doors. The efforts of the team have impacted the 11:30 mass and the team 
members themselves.  One team member stated, “As we come together in Christ 

the Greeter Ministry creates a feeling of 
unity and community between myself and 
the team. ……the benefits (of this ministry) 
are very evident at the 11:30 mass”. 

Recently a parishioner shared.  “I was so 
rushed one day; I left the kids with my 
husband and grabbed my umbrella on my 
way out.  I dashed up the steps of church 
where I was surprised to be met with a smile 

AND the door was opened for me.  This caused the hurry and stress to 
immediately go away.  I was ready for mass”. 

A sign up calendar goes out each month.  Greeters are asked to serve at least 
once a month and arrive about 25 minutes before mass.  
Any one 14 or older can try the ministry once with no 
pressure to continue.  Children from 6 to 13 can serve 
with a parent. 

God gives each of us a unique gift.  This gift to us is 
meant to be shared with the whole body of Christ with 
each part working for the good of the entire body.  Wake 
up your part. If you feel a call to serve the body of Christ 
at the doors give your name to any greeter or contact the 
Greeter Ministry Coordinator.  

The next step for this ministry is to expand to the 9:00 
mass.  You can make this happen.  Step up for either 
mass and see the difference serving others can make in your life and in the 
celebration of mass.
